Nor
should it be converted into a tool of oppression or  intimidation of
honest officials striving to do their duty. The nation does not want 2
scenario when 75% of the staft of public authorities spends 75% of
their time in collecting and furnishing information to applicants
instead of discharging their regular duties. The threat of penalties
under the RTI Act and the pressure of the authorities under the RTI
Act should not lead to employees of public authorities prioritizing
‘information furnishing’, at the cost of their normal and regular
duties™,

applications and over 250 complaints to the authorities in the
apacily  as a whistle blower  so as  to  expose  the
corruption/irregularitics in the same bank from which bank he has
been dismissed”.
